cammunist character.

This predisposition was evident immediately after the inaugural session, when the attendants carried out a
demonstration through the center of Porto Alegre carrying flags with the sickle and hammer portraits of -

Lenin and screaming slogans in favor of communist Cuba and the Colombian guerrilla.
